Chronic: Cement dust can cause inflammation of the
lining tissue of the interior of the nose and inflammation
of the eyes. Hypersensitive individuals may develop

an allergic dermititis (skin rash).

In dusty enviroments, use tight
fitting goggles.

SKIN PROTECTION

Use barrier creams, gloves, boots and clothing

to protect the skin from prolonged contact with
cement, especially in plastic (unhardened) concrete.
Immediately after working with cement, workers
should wash exposed areas with soap and water.
Precautions must be observed because wet cement
burns with little warning - little heat is sensed.
